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About the Award and its evolution

Eligibility Criteria for the Award

	 The concept of the State Level Award for Wildlife Conservation was first 
conceived in 2005 for recognizing outstanding persons and organizations for their 
contributions towards wildlife conservation. Initially, the cash award consisted 
of Rs. 50,000; subsequently the amount has been enhanced to Rs. 1,00,000 
and 2,00,000 during the year 2007 and 2008 respectively. In the year 2012, the 
award was renamed as Biju Pattanaik Award for Wildlife Conservation with a cash 
prize of Rs. 2,00,000 along with a certificate. Again during 2025 vide Resolution 
No.16468 (1) FE-PLANT-0026-2023-F&E dtd 04.07.2025 of Forest, Environment 
& Climate Change Department, Odisha the award has been renamed as 'Chief 
Minister Award for Wildlife Conservation' with a cash prize of Rs. 4,00,000/- 
and a certificate.

	 Any individual or an institution operating in the State of Odisha and engaged in 
Wildlife and biodiversity conservation, research, and education is eligible for the award. 
To come under the purview of consideration for the award, an individual/institution 
should have created an appreciable and measurable impact in any of the following 
areas (a) Wildlife management and conservation, including control of poaching, wild 
animal depredation, and extension. (b) Biodiversity conservation (c) Eco development 
planning and implementation (d) Captive breeding as part of zoo management.

The 
work carried out by the committee for protection and conservation of Blackbuck and its 
habitat is commendable.

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	 The Peacock Protection Committee (Ganjam) was established in 2005 with 
the support of the local community from the villages of Subhachandpur, KerikeriJhola, 
Ambuabadi, Bharatapalli, Karanauli, Simeiguda and Cheramaria. The Committee 
consists of 14 members from seven villages, two each of one village.

Its main objective is to protect peafowls in Ganjam district and conserve their habitats. 
The committee has played an important role in increasing the peafowl population and 
spreading awareness about their protection by involving people from nearby villages in 
community participation. For its exceptional efforts in peafowl conservation and habitat 
protection, the Samiti was honored with the State-level Biju Patnaik Wildlife Conservation 
Award in 2006.

Contribution to Wildlife Conservation
	 This Committee includes people from seven nearby villages who actively 
contribute to protecting peafowls, safeguarding their habitats, and preventing threats. 
Their collective efforts have helped increase the peafowl population in the nearby hills to 
nearly 2,000 birds. Local people also consider peafowls auspicious, which helps maintain 
a harmonious relationship between humans and wildlife.

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Dr. Dev is known as Pakshiraja in Odisha. His association with birds began at a very 
young age, and over his lifetime he devoted himself to the study of Indian birds, with a 
special focus on wetlands and migratory species. For his remarkable contributions to 
wildlife conservation, he was honoured with the State-level Biju Patnaik Wildlife Conser-
vation Award in 2009.

Dr. Dev authored “A Checklist of Birds of Orissa in the Eastern Ghats”, which documented 
419 species and subspecies of birds. In 1997, he published “Checklist of the Birds of Chilika”, 
listing 159 bird species. This was followed by “Basics of Birdwatching and Field Ornithology 
in India” (1998).

	 Professor Dutta pioneered studies on amphibians and reptiles, discovering 22 
new species and having several, including Hemidactylus sushilduttai, Sitana sushili and 
a new genus Duttaphrynus named after him. His works, such as Amphibians of Sri Lanka 
(1996) and Amphibians of India and Sri Lanka (1997), are standard references. Through 
the SERC–SERB School in Herpetology, he trained over 250 students and researchers, 
and served on IUCN and high-level MoEFCC, DBT, DST, and WII committees.

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	 Hailing from Astaranga in Puri district, Shri Bichitrananda Biswal has devoted 
more than 31 years of his life to the cause of wildlife and biodiversity conservation. He 
is regarded as one of India’s finest examples of community-based ecological leadership, 
inspiring women, youth, and coastal communities to take an active role in conservation 
efforts. In 2019, he was conferred with the State-level Biju Patnaik Award for Wildlife 
Conservation by the Government of Odisha.

\Contribution to Wildlife Conservation
	 Shri Biswal is best known for Olive Ridley turtle conservation in the Devi River 
mouth and Rushikulya regions. Through safeguarding beaches and managing hatcheries, 
he has ensured the safe release of approximately 50 lakh turtle hatchlings, resulting in 
poaching in the area being reduced to almost nil. He has also rescued and rehabilitated 
over 200 injured turtles and one whale shark. As a trained snake rescuer, he has saved 
more than 2,000 snakes, including King Cobras, thereby mitigating human-snake 
conflict.He initiated a Sparrow conservation program using artificial nests and organized 
youth and women to establish mangrove nurseries, restoration work, and beach clean-up 
campaigns, creating natural barriers against cyclones. Since 1995, he has helped form 
women-led biodiversity protection committees involving over 560 women. Shri Biswal has 
trained around 15,000 youth and over 14,500 schoolchildren in conservation practices.

Additionally, SEFT promotes innovative practices such as the use of Salia bamboo seed 
balls to enhance and expand natural food sources for elephants.

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	 Shri Nandakishore Bhujabal, born in 1946 in a teacher's family in Puri district 
(now Khordha), had the opportunity to observe forests and wildlife closely from his 
childhood. His extensive travels to various remote areas allowed him to gain direct, 
practical knowledge about nature and wildlife. In 1991, he voluntarily left government 
service to dedicate himself fully to wildlife conservation as his primary life goal. For his 
numerous contributions to the field, he was honored by the Government of Odisha with 
the State-level Biju Patnaik Wildlife Conservation Award in 2021.

\Contribution to Wildlife Conservation
	 Promoting the belief that “conservation is possible only through love for forests 
and wildlife,” Shri Bhujabal has built strong grassroots conservation movements across 
Odisha. He established ten Forest Protection Committees (Vana Suraksha Samitis, VSS) 
encompassing 35 villages across Puri, Tangi, Ranpur, and Chilika, and later expanded 
his efforts by forming four additional VSS units in Angul district in 2020. Currently serving 
as the Vice-President of Wild Odisha, he leads impactful conservation campaigns 
focused on the Baya Weaver and the Fishing Cat. His pioneering role in transforming 
Mangalajodi into a successful eco-tourism model by inspiring former bird poachers 
to become bird guides and protectors is widely regarded as his most remarkable 
achievement.

While working 
as a daily wage labourer, he devoted his free time to acquiring knowledge about wildlife, 
particularly snakes. He has been continuously dedicated to wildlife protection for nearly 
19 years. In recognition of his relentless efforts, he was honoured with the State-level Biju 
Patnaik Wildlife Conservation Award in 2022 by the Government of Odisha. 

\Contribution to Wildlife Conservation
	 In the forest areas of Balangir (Titilagarh region), Shri Nag actively assists the 
Forest Department with wildlife protection, identification, and monitoring. He is dedicated 
to spreading awareness among the public about snakes' behavior, the effects of venom, 
and necessary safety precautions. His practical work involves safely rescuing snakes 
from human habitations and releasing them into the forest, as well as promptly ensuring 
snakebite victims receive timely medical treatment at hospitals. He also supported the 
Forest Department during the rescue of a leopard at Kalarapataria and currently serves 
as the Block-level Coordinator for the “Snake Rescue” organization in Saintala. Fondly 
known locally as the “Friend of Snakes,” Shri Nag has received multiple recognitions at 
the sub-divisional and district levels for his valuable contributions to wildlife conservation.

Contribution to Wildlife Conservation
	 He has been consistently dedicated to protecting sea turtles nesting along the 
Rushikulya coast, inspiring hundreds of individuals to participate in their conservation. 
Over time, his efforts have expanded to include the protection of migratory waterbirds 
at the Rushikulya estuary and House Sparrows in rural areas of Ganjam district. A 
passionate advocate for wildlife, he also leads Mission Taalagachha (Palm Tree Mission), 
launched in 2024 to reduce lightning-related fatalities. In the first phase of the initiative, 
12,000 palm saplings were planted, with a target of 50,000 within three years, supported 
by the Odisha Biodiversity Board and the Forest Department. Under his leadership, 
youth and volunteers actively collect palm fruits, extract seeds, and plant them across 
villages—promoting both human safety and biodiversity conservation.

His 
innovative use of drones and modern technologies to mitigate human–elephant conflict has 
yielded remarkable results in recent years.

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	 Dr. Sarat Chandra Misra, a renowned Indian orchidologist and botanist, is well-
known for his substantial documentation of orchids of India, especially those in the state 
of Odisha.  He was an engineer by profession, but his love of orchids inspired him to 
make important contributions to the taxonomy of orchids.

Contribution to Wildlife Conservation
	 The work of Dr. Misra has made Similipal famous for its rare and endemic 
orchids. He has not only discovered many rare and endemic orchids in Similipal such 
as Cirrhopetalum panigrahianum, Eria meghasaniensis, Liparis espeevijii, Habenaria 
panigrahiana and its variety (H. panigrahiana var. paroiloba), but also in other forests 
in Odisha. He has also trained forest officials on the identification, protection and 
propagation of orchids and their habitat. He has made an extensive survey of orchids in 
many other States. His research work has been published in 60 papers in peer-reviewed 
journals. As a Civil Engineer working in Similipal Forest Development Corporation, he 
has constructed many wooden bridges and environment-friendly roads in Similipal to 
facilitate the movements of forest personnel in protection work.
